1 Driver installation
 Mac OS X

1. Connect the cable from your computer or network to the printer.
2. Insert the HP Designjet Driver and Documentation CD into your 

CD drive, open the CD icon on your screen, and look for the 
‘Mac OS X HP Designjet Installer’ icon.

3. Double-click the appropriate icon for your operating system to 
launch the installer, and then follow the on-screen instructions.
Note: We recommend that you select ‘Easy Install’ to install all 

elements.
4. Follow the on-screen instructions that take you through the driver 

installation until you see the HP Printer setup assistant.
5. If you are connecting your printer directly to your computer with 

a USB cable, see ‘USB connection’ for Mac OS X. 
If you are connecting your printer to a network, see ‘Network 
connection’ for Mac OS X.

2 USB connection
 Mac OS X

1. Click ’Quit’ to close the driver installer and remove the CD from 
the drive. 

2. When your printer is connected to your computer by a USB 
cable, and the printer is turned on, a printer icon will 
automatically be added to your list of printers in the Print Center 
or Printer Setup Utility.

2 Network connection
 Mac OS X – Rendezvous

1. Make sure that the printer is on and connected to a working 
Ethernet network, and that all computers in the network are on 
and connected (including hubs and routers).

2. Print your HP Designjet printer information pages by pressing the 
OK key (upper right key on the front panel) four times while 
holding down the Power key, then releasing the Power key. Note 
the mDNS Service Name of your printer, in the TCP/IP section 
on the first page. Also check the version number of your Jetdirect 
firmware: this should be at least x.25.00 (where x can be 
anything), otherwise Rendezvous will not work.

3. In the HP Printer setup assistant, click ’Continue’.
4. In the list of printers that appears, select the entry that uses the 

connection type ’Rendezvous’.
a. If your printer appears in the list, click ’Continue’ and go to 

step 5.
b. If your printer does not appear in the list, go to step 7. 

5. The following screen displays information about your printer's 
installation, where the name of the printer can be modified. 
Make your changes if necessary and click ’Continue’.

6. Your printer is now connected. Select ’Create new queue’ to 
connect another printer to the network, or ’Quit’ to close the 
application.

7. Select ’My printer is not on the list’ and click ’Continue’.
8. Select the ’Rendezvous’ connection type.
9. Follow the on-screen instructions that help you connecting your 

printer to the network, and select ’Quit’ to close the assistant 
window. Your printer is now available on the network.

1 Driver installation
 Mac OS 9

1. Connect the cable from your computer or network to the printer.
2. Insert the HP Designjet Driver and Documentation CD into your 

CD drive, open the CD icon on your screen, and look for the 
‘Mac OS 9 HP Designjet Installer’ icon.

3. Double-click the appropriate icon for your operating system to 
launch the installer, and then follow the on-screen instructions.

 Note: We recommend that you select ‘Easy Install’ to install all 
elements.

4. When the installation has finished, remove the CD from the CD 
drive.

5. If you are connecting your printer directly to your computer with 
a USB cable, see ‘USB connection’ for Mac OS 9. 
If you are connecting your printer to a network, see ‘Network 
connection’ for Mac OS 9.

2 USB connection
 Mac OS 9

1. Ensure that the printer is connected to your computer by a USB 
cable, and that the printer is turned on.

2. Select ‘Chooser’ from the Apple menu.
3. Click the HP Inkjet icon in the Chooser.
4. From the ‘Select an HP Inkjet Printer’ panel, select your HP 

Designjet printer.
5. Click the Setup button in the Chooser to set up the printer, and 

specify whether it has a Roll Feeder installed.
6. Confirm your configuration by clicking the ’OK’ button.
7. Close the Chooser. A new printer icon will appear on your 

desktop.

2 Network connection
 Mac OS 9 – Appletalk

1. Make sure that the printer is on and connected to a working 
Ethernet network, and that all computers in the network are on 
and connected (including hubs and routers).

2. Print your HP Designjet printer information pages by pressing the 
OK key (upper right key on the front panel) four times while 
holding down the Power key, then releasing the Power key. Note 
the Appletalk name and zone of your printer.

3. Make sure that the AppleTalk protocol is Active. 
4. Select ‘Chooser’ from the Apple menu. 
5. Click the HP Inkjet icon in the Chooser. 
6. If the message “Do you wish to also scan for TCP/IP network 

printers?” appears, click ‘No’. 
7. If you use Appletalk zones, select the AppleTalk zone where your 

printer is located from the Appletalk Zones list.
8. Select your printer from the ‘Select an HP Inkjet Printer’ list. If you 

do not know the name of your printer, check the AppleTalk name 
on the printer's information page. You should select a printer that 
has the AppleTalk icon next to its name.

9. Click the ’Setup’ button in the Chooser to set up the printer, and 
specify whether it has a Roll Feeder installed.

10.Confirm your configuration by clicking the ’OK’ button.
11.Close the Chooser. A new printer icon will appear on your 

desktop.

1 Network connection
 Windows

The network connection is the best way to share your printer with 
your team.

The HP Designjet 70 and 110plus can be connected to a network 
using HP Jetdirect print servers, which are available as optional 
accessories. The HP Designjet 110plus nr is supplied with a 
Jetdirect print server already installed.

1. Make sure that the printer and the computer are both connected 
to the network.

2. Go to the printer’s front panel and hold down the Power key 
while pressing the OK key four times.

3. The printer will print some pages of information about itself. 
Make a note of the printer’s IP address, shown in the TCP/IP 
section on the first page.

4. Insert the HP Designjet Driver and Documentation CD into your 
CD drive. If the CD does not autorun, run the SETUP.EXE 
program in the root folder of the CD.

5. Follow the instructions on your screen to set up the printer.
6. When asked how the printer is connected, choose ‘Connected 

via the network’.
7. When asked what network setup you require, choose ‘Basic 

network setup’.
8. Select your printer from the list. If you have more than one HP 

Designjet printer, use the IP address that you noted earlier to 
confirm that you have selected the correct printer.

9. The network settings of the selected printer are displayed. Check 
that they are correct, then click ‘Next’ to continue.

10.Select your printer model and click ‘Next’ to continue.
11.Click ‘Next’ until you have completed the installation of the 

printer driver.

2 USB connection
 Windows

USB is the preferred solution for a direct computer-to-printer 
connection.

1. Do not connect the computer to the printer yet. You must first 
install the printer driver software on the computer, as follows. 

2. Insert the HP Designjet Driver and Documentation CD into your 
CD drive. If the CD does not autorun, run the SETUP.EXE 
program in the root folder of the CD.

3. Follow the instructions on your screen to set up the printer.
4. When asked how the printer is connected, choose ‘Connected 

directly to this computer’.
5. Choose USB and click ‘Next’.
6. Choose your printer model and click ‘Next’.
7. When prompted to do so, connect your computer to the printer, 

using a USB cable. Ensure that the printer is switched on. When 
the printer software has detected the printer, the installation 
process will be completed automatically.

2 Parallel connection
 Windows 98 First Edition

Use the parallel port only if your system does not support USB. A 
parallel connection is slower than USB and restricts the functionality 
available: in particular, not all functions of HP Designjet System 
Maintenance will be available.

1. Turn off both printer and computer before connecting them via 
the parallel port, to avoid damaging your equipment.

2. Connect the parallel cable from your computer to the printer.
3. Turn on the computer and the printer.
4. Insert the HP Designjet Driver and Documentation CD into your 

CD drive. If the CD does not autorun, run the SETUP.EXE 
program in the root folder of the CD.

5. Follow the instructions on your screen to set up the printer.
6. When asked how the printer is connected, choose ‘Connected 

directly to this computer’.
7. Choose ‘Parallel cable’ and your parallel port number and click 

‘Next’ to continue.
8. Choose your printer model and click ‘Next’ to proceed with the 

driver installation.
