Print digital photos that are stored on a memory card. You can print photos you have
selected on the printer or photos you have selected on the camera (Digital Print Order
Format, or DPOF). Printing from a memory card requires no computer and does not drain
your digital camera's batteries. See Get photos from a memory card.
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Your photos are instantly dry, and can be handled immediately after they are printed.
However, HP recommends that you leave the printed surface of your photos exposed to
the air for 5-10 minutes, to allow the colors to fully develop before you stack them with
other photos or place them in albums.

To print a single photo

1. Navigate through the photos on the inserted memory card.

2. Display the photo you want to print.

3. Press Print to print the photo displayed on the printer screen, using the current
layout.
As the photo prints, the estimated print time is displayed on the printer screen.

To print a group of selected photos

1. Navigate through the photos on the inserted memory card.

As the photos print, the estimated print time is displayed on the printer screen.

To print a photo index

1. Insert a memory card.

2. Select Print Index Page when the Select Layout screen appears on the printer,
and then press OK.

A photo index shows thumbnail views and index numbers for up to 2000 photos on a

memory card. Use index cards or plain paper instead of photo paper to cut costs when

printing photo index pages.

To print camera-selected photos

1. Insert a memory card that contains camera-selected (DPOF) photos.

Caution Check that you are using the correct print cartridges. Also, note that
HP does not recommend modifying or refilling HP cartridges. Damage that results
from modifying or refilling HP cartridges is not covered by the HP warranty.

For best print quality, HP recommends that you install all retail print cartridges before the
date stamped on the box.

Store the print cartridge

When you store or transport the printer, always leave the active print cartridge inside the
printer. The printer stores the print cartridge in a protective cap during the power-down
cycle.

This allows the printer to
store the print cartridge properly.

Follow these tips to help maintain HP print cartridges and ensure consistent print quality:

e Always hold photo paper by the edges to avoid fingerprints.
e If the photo paper has curled edges, place it in its plastic storage bag and gently
bend it in the opposite direction of the curl until the paper lies flat.

Note Windows users: The HP Photosmart Essential software is included in the
Recommended install option. If you use Windows 2000 or XP, you can select
HP Photosmart Premier as a Custom install option. HP Photosmart Premier is not available

on certain printer models.
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B Printer menus

The printer menu gives you many print options, allows you to change the printer defaults, provides
maintenance and troubleshooting tools, and provides how-to information for common printing tasks.
This section gives a complete listing of the items available on the printer menu.

Printer menus

e  Print Options

Panoramic photos: Select to turn panoramic printing On or Off (default). Select On to
print all selected photos with a 3:1 aspect ratio; load 10 x 30 cm (4 x 12 inch) paper before
printing. When a photo is selected, a green crop box shows the area to be printed. Other
Print Options menu choices are disabled when this option is turned on. Select Off to print
with a normal 3:2 aspect ratio. Panoramic printing mode is not supported when printing
directly from a PictBridge camera using a USB cable.

Photo stickers: Select to turn sticker printing On or Off (default). Select On to print 16
photos per page; load special sticker media. Other Print Options menu choices are
disabled when this option is turned on. Select Off to print using one of the normal layout
options.

Print passport photos: Select to turn passport printing On or Off (default). Passport
printing tells the printer to print all selected photos in the passport photo size. Each
selected photo prints on one page. If you selected multiple copies of the same photo, the
printer prints as many copies on one page as possible. Other Print Options menu choices
are disabled when this option is turned on.

. Tools

Print sample page: Select to print a sample page, which is useful for checking the print
quality of the printer.

Print test page: Select to print a test page containing information about the printer that
can help in troubleshooting problems.

Clean cartridge: Select to clean the print cartridge. After cleaning, you will be asked if
you want to continue to a second-level cleaning (select Yes or No). If you select Yes,
another cleaning cycle will be completed. Next you will be asked if you want to continue
to a third-level cleaning (select Yes or No).

Align cartridge: Select to align the print cartridge.

. Bluetooth

Device address: Some devices with Bluetooth wireless technology require you to enter
the address of the device they are trying to locate. This menu option shows the printer
address.

Device name: You can select a name for the printer that appears on other devices with
Bluetooth wireless technology when they locate the printer.

Passkey: When the Bluetooth Security level of the printer is set to High, you must enter
a passkey to make the printer available to other Bluetooth devices. The default passkey
is 0000.

Visibility: Select Visible to all (default) or Not visible. When Visibility is set to Not
visible, only devices that know the printer address can print to it.

Security level: Select Low (default) or High. The Low setting does not require users of
other devices with Bluetooth wireless technology to enter the printer passkey. High
requires users of other devices with Bluetooth wireless technology to enter the printer
passkey.

Reset Bluetooth options: Select to reset all items in the Bluetooth menu to their default
values.
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Printing Tips I: Select to read about the auto image enhancement features of the printer.
Printing Tips II: Select to read tips that can help you obtain the best possible prints.
Panoramic photos: Select to read about printing panoramic photos.

Photo stickers: Select to read about printing photo stickers.

Memory cards: Select to read about using memory cards.

Cartridges: Select to read about using print cartridges.

Load paper: Select to read about loading paper.

Clear paper jams: Select to read about removing a paper jam.

PictBridge cameras: Select to read about using PictBridge cameras with the printer.
Traveling with the printer: Select to read tips about taking the printer on the road.
Get assistance: Select to read how to obtain help with the printer.

Preferences

Print quality: Select to change the print quality. Choose between Best (default), which
produces the highest quality, or Normal which uses less ink and prints faster. Normal
applies only to the current print job. The setting then automatically resets to Best.
Paper type: Select to choose paper type. Select HP Advanced Photo Paper

(default), HP Premium Photo Paper, or Other.

Date/time: Select to show a date/time stamp on your printed photos. Select Date/time,
Date only, or Off (default).

Colorspace: Select to choose a colorspace, which is a three-dimensional mathematical
models for organizing color. The colorspace you select affects the colors in your printed
photos. Select Adobe RGB, sRGB, or Auto-select (default). The Auto-select default
tells the printer to use the Adobe RGB colorspace, if available. The printer defaults to
sRGB if Adobe RGB is not available.

Borderless: Select to turn borderless printing On (default) or Off. When borderless
printing is turned off, all pages print with a narrow white border around the outside edges
of the paper.

After printing: Select to change whether selected photos are deselected after printing:
Always (default), Never, or Ask.

Preview animation: Select to turn preview animation On (default) or Off. Select Off to
bypass printer screen animations.

Restore defaults: Select to restore printer defaults: Yes or No. Selecting Yes restores
the original factory preferences.

Language: Select to change the language or country/region setting. Choose from Select
language and Select country/region. The printer screen displays text in the language
you choose. The menu lists paper sizes and other options specific to the chosen
language.
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
