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Front fan kit installation

This document describes how to install a front fan in an HP workstation. The front fan provides extra
cooling for high power PCI cards.

Step 1—Prepare the workstation

Your workstation documentation includes instructions for disassembling and preparing the workstation for
installation, including powering down the workstation, disconnecting power from the workstation, opening
the access panel, and removing components.

Step 2—Install the front fan and card guide

After you have prepared the workstation for installation, perform the following steps to install the front
fan.

1. Remove the card guide from the chassis. Release the two card guide latches. Pivot the card guide
toward the system board @ and lift it out of the chassis @. (The following figures show an HP xw8400
Workstation for reference.)

2. Attach the front fan to the card guide. Place the fan in the card guide with the fan label facing into the
card guide, and the fan protector screen facing outward. There is an arrow on the fan to indicate air
flow direction. The arrow on the fan should point toward the chassis interior; airflow is from front to
rear. Place the fan wire through the slot in the card guide. Snap the fan into place in the card guide.

3. Lower the front fan/card guide assembly into the chassis @, rotate it back @, and snap it into place. Be
sure that the airflow direction arrow on the side of the fan faces the rear of the chassis. Connect the
front fan wire connector to the front fan connector on the system board ®. Refer to the service label on
the workstation access panel to identify the front fan connector on the system board.

Step 3—Reassemble the workstation

After installing the front fan/card assembly, reassemble the workstation using the instructions in the
workstation documentation. Reassembly involves reinstalling the side access panel and restoring power to
the workstation.
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
