2 Getting Started

2.1Storage Media
2.1.1 Insert the Memory Card

Insert memory card with the pins facing forward and the screen of the
camcorder facing forward too, see the picture as below:

2.1.2 Remove the Memory Card

If the camcorder is power on, please power off first and wait for the
procedure of switching off the camcorder completed before removing the
memory card.

Note:

1. Do not remove or insert the memory card when the camcorder is turned on. This may damage the
memory card.

2. Support SDHC class 10 and memory storage 8GB or above (support up to 32GB).

3. Please format the micro SD cards before the initial use. The formatted file type for this camcorder is
FAT32 file.

4. Periodically format the microSD card (recommended period: once a month).

2.2Installing in Vehicles
2.2.1 Mount to Windshield

1. Push the mount into mount slot on top of
device, until a click sound is heard.

2.  Peel off the protective plastic sheet from
the adhesive bracket.

3. Place and press down the bracket firmly
onto your windshield. Make sure the base
is securely locked in place.

2.3 Connecting to Power

Use only the supplied car charger to power up the camcorder and charge the
built-in battery.

1. Connect one end of the car charger to the USB connector of the
camcorder. USB port input: DC5V / 1A.

2. Plug the other end of the car charger to the cigarette lighter socket of
your vehicle. Once the vehicle engine is started, the camcorder
automatically powers on. Car charger input: DC 12 / 24V.

Note:

Please take note if the environment temperature reaches 45°C or above, the car charger still can supply
power to camcorder, but it may not charge the battery. This is characteristic of Lithium polymer battery
and is not a malfunction.

3 Using the Car Camcorder
3.1 Automatic Record

Once start the car engine, the camcorder will automatically power on and
start recording.
Recording will automatically stop when the engine is switched off.

Note:

1. Some vehicle power supply would not turn on / off automatically with the car engine start, if the
camcorder cannot automatically power on/off with the car engine, please manually connect the power
supply with the vehicle power, and then power on, or manually power off the camcorder and then release
the connector with the car power supply.

2. It can be configured to save a video file for every 30 seconds, 1 or 3 minutes of recording.

3. All the videos and photos are saved in the memory card, if memory card is full, loop recording will
generally overwrite the oldest video file.

3.1.2 Emergency Recording

To Start the Emergency Recording, do the following:
1.  During Video Recording, press -
the ®xX button to enter

emergency recording mode,
the “Emergency” message
will be shown immediately on
the upper left corner of the
screen, and the recorded file
will be protected.

2.  The emergency video recording length is same as the recording interval
setting. When the emergency recording length reaches the setting, the
system will return to the general recording mode.

Note:

1. If the Collision Detection function is enabled and a collision is detected, the camcorder will automatically
trigger the emergency recording.

2. The emergency file is created as a new file and save in Event folder, which will be protected to avoid
being overwritten by normal loop recording. The emergency video folder will occupy 40% of available
memory card capacity. For example, if you use 8GB memory card, about 3.2GB memory space will be saved
for emergency files. When the emergency video folder is full, the oldest emergency file will be
automatically deleted by the newest emergency file.

3.2 AddSpeed Point
